All activities detailed in the programme, excluding the optional excursion to the Pantomime, are
also included in the terms quoted. A supplement charge will be made for the Pantomime excursion and upon confirming your reservation you
will be requested to complete a booking form to guarantee your place.

Guests staying less than the four night package will be entitled to a discount of £50.00 per person daily on the above terms.

Guests wishing to stay for longer than the four night package may take advantage of the special daily rate (dinner, bed and breakfast) of £100.00
per person based on village view accommodation between 22nd and 29th December.

Guests wishing to book a double room for single occupancy will be charged a supplement of 50%.

Children aged 3 to 7 years occupying extra beds in a room or suite, will be charged £186.00 for the four night package. Children aged 8 to 12
years inclusive will be charged £228.00 for the four night package. These terms include children’s supper, bed and breakfast and entertainment
as detailed in the programme. Should your child join you for dinner, an additional charge of £24.00 will apply.

Please note, if you have to cancel within three months prior to arrival and we cannot relet the accommodation, we will have to charge
a cancellation fee equivalent to the package terms quoted. Holiday insurance is strongly recommended.
